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Popovych T.P. The concept of obligation in
the views of J. Bentham and A. Comte.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the
concept of obligation in the light of the views of
certain thinkers of utilitarianism and positivism,
namely: J. Bentham and A. Comte. The author
emphasizes that in the context of the teachings
of J. Bentham, obligation appears as a necessary
element of promoting happiness at the individual and
social levels. It also extends to the government by
establishing a system of incentives and punishments
for society. In this way, acting on the basis of the
principle of utility, the individual is able to realize the
maximum measure of happiness (reducing the level
of suffering and increasing the level of pleasure)
both for himself and for society as a whole. The
obligation is significant, first of all, for the person
himself, because, in this way, he can expect the
same assistance and participation from others.
Legal obligation, based on the principle of utility,
outlines the realization of two possibilities: if an
individual acts as prescribed by law, he contributes
to individual and social happiness; if he does not act
in @ manner determined by the law, which appears
binding on his behavior, then he must undergo
suffering, which is fixed by sanctions (through the
system of punishments).

In turn, based on the views of A. Comte, it can
be noted that the category of obligation, although
not covered on a large scale, is a significant
factor in social development. The obligation is a
necessary element of social solidarity, the “victory”
of altruism over selfishness, social skills and
feelings over natural ones. A person’s development
of his physical, intellectual and moral powers is a
substantive prerequisite for harmonious relations in
society. The philosopher is convinced that a person
learns obligations (submission and obedience), first
of all, in the family as the main structural unit of
society. In the future, such “learning” is transferred
to society and the state. A. Comte believes that a

person should adjust himself in such a way in the
future to be able to obey social requirements. As
a result, the only right that every person has is
the right to fulfill his obligation. The high spirit of
obligation, which will cover all spheres of social life,
will be able to provide conditions for social progress,
the idea of which permeates the works of the thinker
as a whole.
