Didenko L.V. Cooperation of Ukraine with the EU and international organizations in the
field of the «green>» transformation.

The article is devoted to the analysis of Ukraine’s cooperation with the European Union and international
organizations in the field of the «green» transformation, with an emphasis on environmental security
and sustainable agriculture in the context of post-war recovery.

Key international legal mechanisms are analyzed, in particular the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement
and the European Green Deal, which ensure legislative harmonization and the implementation of climate
neutrality by 2050. Attention is focused on the impact of the war on environmental security, including
mine contamination of more than 139,000 km2 of land and ecosystem degradation.

Special attention is given to the role of FAO, UNEP, and the World Bank in restoring the agricultural
sector, particularly through no-till farming and climate-smart agriculture, which reduce soil erosion and
increase resilience to climate change.
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At the center of the study is the transformation of agriculture: reduction of pesticide use, organic
production, and integration into global clean energy supply chains. The article considers the regulatory
aspects of the National Energy and Climate Plan for 2025-2030, as well as the need to adapt to
REPowerEU in order to reduce dependence on Russian energy resources.

Based on the analysis of strategies and cooperation practices, the article substantiates the need
to strengthen institutional coordination, attract investment, and adapt instruments to the post-war
context. The importance of emission monitoring, restoration of river basins, and the role of technology
in ensuring environmental sustainability is emphasized.

It is concluded that further integration with the EU and international organizations is key
to transforming the challenges of war into opportunities for green development, strengthening
environmental security, and sustainable agriculture, which will contribute to climate neutrality and
Ukraine’s European integration.

It is emphasized that cooperation with the EU and international organizations not only contributes
to Ukraine’s recovery but also transforms it into an important player in achieving global sustainable
development goals, ensuring environmental security, sustainable agriculture, and climate neutrality by
2050.
